DISCUSSION

The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAQG) Program allows local governments to support a broad
range of activities to prevent and control crime based on their own local needs and conditions. JAG formula grants are
designed to provide agencies with the flexibility to prioritize and place justice funds where they are needed most.

The governing body is required to review the JAG application and provide for public comment, if requested. These
requirements are met by placing this item on the consent agenda. There is no matching share for this federal program
and an interest bearing trust fund must be, and has been, established.

On April 17, 2012, the Board approved a lease for the new Coroner’s office and morgue. The expenditure proposal is to
enhance public safety by purchasing autopsy equipment for this new facility to meet the needs of the Coroner
Investigators as required by law. The 2012 JAG funding has determined that San Luis Obispo County has an eligible
allocation of $16,619. The Sheriff's Office will use this funding to purchase an autopsy sink for the new morgue.

Authorizing the Sheriff-Coroner to accept the grant if awarded, and sign all JAG related documents, will reduce staff and
Board time commitments and improve efficiency.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT
The Sheriff's Department has coordinated their efforts with the Bureau of Justice Assistance, Office of Justice Programs,
U.S. Department of Justice, and the County Administrative Office.
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FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS
The grant provides for a direct award of $16,619, requires no match and will be utilized to pay for required autopsy
equipment. Expenses for this equipment above the grant amount will be provided by non-general fund sources.

RESULTS

Funds from the Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) will be used to enhance public safety by providing funding for required
autopsy equipment. The Sheriff-Coroner will be authorized to accept the grant if awarded, sign all JAG documents, and
Fund Center 136 budget will be augmented without further Board action, thus improving staff efficiency.
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
