successful bidder.

DISCUSSION

The realignment of Santa Fe Road was included in the first phase of the Runway 11 extension project ("Project”) in the
December 1998 Airport Master Plan, and the Airport Master Plan Update, accepted by your Board on January 25,2005.
This Project provided a continuous traffic route from Clarion Court on the north to Buckley Road on the south, as well as
providing an east-west connector to reduce ‘no outlet’ conditions. The existing Santa Fe Road was severed and cul-de-
sacs were constructed on both sides of the new extended runway.

One of the landowners adjoining the Project is CB&I Constructors, Inc. (CB&I). Due to the Santa Fe Road realignment, a
large part of the existing septic system of CB&I was impacted. In 2007, the County entered into an agreement with CB&lI
to address the impact on the septic system. The Agreement required the County to relocate the septic system and said
relocation was to meet County standards. It was subsequently discovered that the relocated system did not meet current
County standards. In order to fully comply with the 2007 Agreement with CB&I, the County has agreed to expand the
septic system so that it will be fully compliant with County standards.

The County has retained the services of a Civil Engineer to design the expanded septic system and a Geotechnical
Engineer to provide the technical information to design the septic system. The last step is to bid the Project and hire a
contractor to complete the septic system expansion. Since the property is privately held, the County is obligated to obtain
a building permit from County Planning and Building and pay all associated fees.

For business reasons important to CB&l, it is necessary to expedite this project and its completion. Consistent with the
County Purchasing Policy and the Public Contract Code for informal bidding and due to the low-liability risk and time
constraints associated with this project, General Services Agency requests your Board delegate authority to the County
Purchasing Agent or her designee to award a construction contract to the successful low bidder. The informal bid process
allows construction services in the range of $30,001 to $125,000 to be bid through the Board of Supervisors and awarded
by the Purchasing Agent. Upon award of the construction contract, work will be scheduled for completion as quickly as
possible to satisfy the terms of the agreement between the County and CB&l.
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OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT

The County Planning and Building Department has reviewed plans and specifications for compliance, County Counsel
reviews the Agreement for form and legal effect.

EFINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

The project will be funded through the Countywide Maintenance fund for an anticipated project cost of $130,535. Upon
completion of the bid, General Services Agency Purchasing Agent or her designee will award the contract to the
successful bidder according to established procedures.
