RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CONVEYANCE OF UNUSED RIGHT OF WAY
TO THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA BY QUITCLAIM DEED
Supervisorial District No. 4

The following resolution is now offered and read:

WHEREAS, The County of San Luis Obispo previously accepted certain Hutton Road
rights of way from the State of California by Relinquishment No. 1055 recorded
November 20, 1962, Book 1212, Page 177; and

WHEREAS, The County of San Luis Obispo does not require the use of the portion of
said rights of way described and depicted in Exhibits A and B attached hereto (hereafter the
“Subject Property”) since said portion extends beyond the requirements of the County
maintained road system; and

WHEREAS, The State of California requires the use of said Subject Property for
construction and operation of a portion of bike-path related to reconstruction of the Highway
101 Santa Maria River Bridge by or on behalf of the Department of Transportation; and

WHEREAS, The California Department of Transportation is the Lead Agency under the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) for the Santa Maria River Bridge project; Caltrans
prepared and adopted a Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) for the project in 2006. The
Board’s action to convey the Subject Property for the project is consistent with the MND.

WHEREAS, it is provided by Section 25365(a) of the Government Code of the State of
California, that any conveyance of the Subject Property by the County to the State must be
authorized by a four-fifths vote of this Board evidenced by its resolution of authorization and by
execution of said conveyance by the Board Chair; and

WHEREAS, notice of this intended action has been published pursuant to Sections
25365.(c) and 6061 of the Government Code of the State of California.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Board of Supervisors
of the County of San Luis Obispo, State of California:

1. That said conveyance of the Subject Property to the State of California by Quitclaim
for construction and operation of a portion of bike-path related to reconstruction of
the Highway 101 Santa Maria River Bridge is authorized by issuance of this
resolution, and the Chairperson of this Board is hereby authorized and directed to
execute a Quitclaim Deed and any other documents necessary therefore.

2. That the Clerk of this Board shall attach a copy of this resolution to said Quitclaim
Deed as evidence of authorization and consent to the execution of same.

3. That the County Director of Public Works is hereby authorized and directed to
provide said conveyance to the State of California Department of Transportation for
acceptance and recording.
