RECOMMENDATION 

It is recommended that your Board declare the firearm referenced below as surplus property pursuant to County Code 
section 2.36.30(5), so that the Sheriff may transfer the weapon to the Estrella Warbirds Museum in Paso Robles, pursuant 
to Penal Code section 27855. 
  
DISCUSSION 
 
Section 27855 of the Penal Code allows an authorized law enforcement representative of a county to sell, deliver, loan or 
transfer a firearm to any public or private nonprofit historical society, museum, or institutional collection if the entity 
receiving the firearm is open to the public and the firearm, prior to its delivery, is deactivated or rendered inoperable.  
 
For several years the Sheriff’s Office has been standardizing the type of weapons in use to enhance departmental training 
and minimize liability to the County.  The weapon listed below was confiscated for departmental use over 20 plus years 
ago. The weapon is semi-operational and worn, and is therefore not being used by Sheriff’s personnel.  (The Sheriff’s 
Office has recently retained a newer replacement weapon by court order.)   
 
The weapon has military, historical value, and the Estrella Warbirds Museum has requested that it be released to the 
museum so that it may be put on display for public interest after it is demilled (rendered non-operative) by a certified 
gunsmith/firearm dealer. The weapon can be made completely non-operational by a licensed firearm dealer at no cost to 
the County.  Penal Code section 27855 expressly authorizes the transfer of this weapon to the museum under the 
conditions and for the purpose stated.  A release of liability will be completed if the Board declares this property surplus 
property for its transfer to the museum.
