5. Water usage

6. Legality/liability of having a private business located on public property
7. Traffic congestion

scenario our second choice would be Alternative Master Plan B.

Regarding the community center, any of the four alternative sites would be preferable to locating
it in the center of the park.

My point
about this is: that with property devaluing in Nipomo the way it has, | am now upside down
on my place. | wouldn’t even be able to sell and move (which | would eventually have to) if
the park is taken away. My neighbor is in the exact same boat that | am in.

| use the park almost every weekend and several nights during the week in the summer.

| take the Inga trail and cross Pomeroy. My neighbor and | have helped kids who've been
lost on the trails, saved a Jack Russell terrier from a coyote, ( the jack Russell owner was
ecstatic!) and had many adventures on the trails of the park from the backs of our horses.
My horse knows the trails by heart and is fearless because of all he has been exposed to
there. In fact, he was chosen for America’s Favorite Trail Horse, a reality TV show of
HRTYV show casing back yard trail horses and went to Blanco Texas for the filming of the
show.

| firmly believe that Nipomo’s charm and appeal stems from being a rural, horse friendly
community. | think the horse friendly atmosphere adds to the real estate values. | believe
that the park is important because there is no other equestrian area where you can lope a
circle in Nipomo. | hope the supervisor's see the value of the park for equestrians. There
are so many people here with horses that would have no where to go and would eventually
be forced to sell. Horses need to be ridden and they need to get off the little 1 acre parcels.
Without the trails and the park, Nipomo is no longer horse property. This devalues the
areas that are set up as small ranchettes and the horse neighborhoods.

| believe that Nipomo should have something for everyone. We have areas for football,
baseball, soccer; BBQ's and room for them to expand elsewhere. But if you take away the
park as a riding area, the equestrians have no where to go and that would be devastating.

I am writing this communication to you as a private resident of Nipomo and not as a
representative of any organization.

Re:

On the Tuesday, November 6, 2012 Board of Supervisors meeting Agenda, item 17, is the
Nipomo Community Park ""Master Plan' Final Program Environmental Impact Report
(EIR) recommended for approval by the Planning Commission which calls for a
Community Center/Gymnasium of 36,000 s.f. to be located deep in the the center of the
park where it would not be visible from major roads on a drive by from a patrol car (see
"Master Plan" in Executive Summary pages ES-6 & 7).

A County Parks and Nipomo Community Advisory Council (NCSC) joint public meeting
was held in

July 2004 at the Nipomo High School Auditorium regarding planning for the Nipomo
Community Park.

At that July 2004 meeting, a Sheriff's Department Commander:

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A. Told those in attendance that only one patrol car is on patrol in the South San Luis
Obispo County area at nighttime (we in Nipomo understand this is still the norm).

B. Related that sheriff cars patrol mostly major streets and that it would be difficult to
patrol adequately a Community Center located deep in the center of the park

(like included in the ""Master Plan® recommended for approval, see Executive Summary
pages ES-6 & 7).

C. Recommended that if a Community Center is built in the park, to build it off a major
road such as at the edge of the park at Tefft Street where a patrol car can easily drive by
and spot any suspicious behavior

(like included in the ""Master Plan Alternative A" with the Community Center located on Tefft
Street, see pages ES-15 & 19).

In April 2012, | wrote a comment letter to the County of San Luis Obispo County Parks
regarding the Nipomo Community Park Master Plan Program Environmental Impact Report
(E.1.R.) and this issue of placing the Community Center deep inside the park where it would not
be very visible to patrol cars.

The County assigned my comment a number: ASCAC-19. The County in response referred me
to:

"mitigation measure PSU/mm-1(refer to EIR Section 4.9 Public Services and Utilities)".
They said "based on the projects incorporation of these measures, potentially significant impact
related to adverse effects to police and emergency services would be less than significant, and no
changes to the EIR are necessary".

However, these PSU/mm-1 mitigation measures do not address adequately the difficulty to patrol
a Community Center located deep in the center of the park not visible to a patrol car on a major
street..

The PSU/mm-1 mitigation measures (EIR Section 4.9 pages 4.9-8 & 4.9-9) included things
such as:

"Visible signage with hours of operation and any type of regulations should be placed
throughout the park™.

"Proper illumination should be provided inside structures, exterior doors, designated parking
areas, entry and walkways ---".

"Special care should be taken to avoid creating hiding places in alcoves or entry areas".
"Facility design should facilitate a clear view of the exterior of structures from the interior, and
vice-versa, to allow increased observation of any suspicious activity---".

"Sufficient lighting should be installed on the exterior and interior of any structures™.

"All exterior doors should meet all safety requirements, should be solid core, and have adequate
locks".

These PSU/mm-1 mitigating measures mentioned above may reduce the potential for
impacts to police services, but don't seem to step up to also preventing and reducing crime
related to the problem of locating the Community Center deep in the center of the Park,
instead of locating the Community Center off of a major road such as Tefft Street where
patrol cars can easily drive by and have eyes on the facility

("Master Plan Alternative A" has the Community Center located in the Park on Tefft
Street, see pages ES-15 & 19).

If the Board of Supervisors does approve including a Community Center in the Nipomo
