RECOMMENDATION

The Sheriff - Coroner requests the Board of Supenvisors receive and file the attached “Statement of Operations” for the
Inmate Welfare Trust Fund.

DISCUSSION

Per California Penal Code Section 4025 an Inmate Welfare Fund (IWF) is mandated to provide senices essential to the
benefit, welfare and educational needs of the inmates confined in the County Jail. Penal Code Section 4025(a) authorizes
the Sheriff of each county to establish, maintain and operate a commissary in connection with the county jail and supply
food, snacks, postage, writing materials, and toiletries items to sell for cash to inmates in the jail. Penal Code Section
4025 (e) requires the Sheriff to submit annually an itemized report of expenditures to the Board of Supeniisors.

The inmate commissary is one of two primary sources of revenue for the IWF. In addition, telephone commissions are
collected from collect calls made by inmates from the jail. These revenues are placed in an “Inmate Welfare Trust Fund”
with authority for expenditures from this fund restricted to the Sheriff primarily for the benefit, education, and welfare of the
inmates confined within the jail.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

Senices provided to the inmates are paid from the Inmate Welfare Fund at no cost to the County. The fund balance
carried forward from FY 2010-11 in the amount of $175,748 combined with $357,158 in net FY 2011-12 revenues resulted
in $532,906 in fund balance available for the year. Total FY 2011-12 operating expenditures were $269,165 plus $4,448 in
accounts payable clearing accounts for a total of $273,613, resulting in an FY 2011-12 ending fund balance available of
$259,293. This reflected an increase in fund balance available for FY 2012-13 in the amount of $83,545. See attached
Inmate Welfare “Statement of Operations” detailing how the funds were spent in FY 2011-12.

RESULTS

During the FY 2011-2012, the Inmate Welfare Fund continued to promote behavioral and medical health senices. Exit
medication in the amount of $24,366, reflecting ten months of payments, was provided to 126 inmates for 250 medication
scripts. Community Health Centers (CHC) provides a ten day supply of psychotropic medication to mentally ill jail inmates
who are released into the community. The continuance of psychotropic medication should allow for a stabilizing effect until
the offender/patient is admitted to a community program. This practice assists the individual in resuming a normal life and
ultimately reduces the burden of mentally ill patients on the criminal justice system.
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Salaries and benefits in the amount of $60,112 were paid from the Inmate Welfare Fund. This was for Storekeepers who
operate the inmate commissary.

Inmate Welfare Funds allowed for the following purchases, reducing health and safety issues for the inmates and liability
to the county:

1. Cost free transportation was provided to 2,204 inmates (this includes bus, and taxi transportation) being released
from the county jail. It is the policy to provide transportation to indigent inmates released from the county jail.

2. Approximately $40,041 was spent to procure legal reference material for inmates, providing inmates with required
access to current and updated legal resources.
