RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Board approve the Child Care Planning Council’s priorities for California Department of
Education (CDE) Child Development Program and sign the attached State Report forms.

DISCUSSION

The CDE mandates that the Board of Supenvisors and the County Superintendent of Schools be inwolved in the local child

care planning process through:

¢ Reviewing needs assessments,

e Setting priorities for State funding to meet the needs of underserved populations or geographical areas,

e Appointing San Luis Obispo Child Care Planning Council (SLO-CCPC) members and establishing their terms of
senice, and

¢ Designating two persons to assist the CDE with reviewing and scoring child care sernices applications.

In 1991 your Board designated SLO-CCPC as the County’s child care planning council. As such, the State mandates that
SLO-CCPC support the owerall coordination of child care senices in the county, including conducting assessments of
child care needs and preparing plans to address identified needs. The State also requires that SLO-CCPC establish
priority areas of the County that need additional senices for State Preschool and General Child Care based upon local
needs, which is the subject of the recommended action. These priorities are necessary in the ewvent that program
expansion funding for State Preschool activities becomes available in the future. However, due to the State’s present
fiscal constraints no new funding is anticipated.

The CDE funds State Preschool programs, which are part-day comprehensive developmental programs for 3-5-year old
children from low-income families. The programs emphasize parent education and encourage parent involvement in
preschool education activities that are developmentally, culturally, and linguistically appropriate for the children served.
The CDE also funds General Child Care, which are full day programs that may sere infants, toddlers, pre-school or
school-age children. General Child Care has similar income guidelines but is considered need-based as parents must be
working or going to school while their children attend.

All applications to the CDE for State funded programs must align with the designated priorities. Priorities are submitted to
the State annually and require the Board’s approval when there is a change. Priorities may change each year as
community demographics and census data change.

Any local educational agency, college, community—action agency, or private non-profit may apply for available funding. In

2012, according to the most recent data awailable from the state, six agencies including the County Office of Education,

County Department of Social Senices, Economic Opportunity Commission (now known as CAPSLO), Paso Robles Public

Schools, Cal Poly Associated Students Inc. (ASI) Children’s Center, and SLO Child Development Center received $5.2
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million in State Preschool and General Child Care funding. These funds, awarded via a competitive process, flow directly
from the State to the agencies.

SLO-CCPC collected data by zip code to determine priorities, including:
e census data on the number of 3-5 years olds living in low-income families,
e census data on the number of 0 — 13 year olds living in low-income families with all parents in the workforce,
e the number of children enrolled in subsidized programs, and
e the number of children on the Centralized Eligibility List

The list was presented at a public hearing May 1, 2013 and the priority areas were identified. The suggested priority areas
below are those zip codes that demonstrated the greatest need for senices based on the formulas determined by the
CDE’s 2013 Priority Setting Process, which considers the number of income eligible children (by home zip code) and the
number of children enrolled by program zip code. Communities with a priority ranking of 1 are the most underserved
areas in San Luis Obispo County.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT
The County Superintendent of Schools has approved the priorities and signed the State Reporting form.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS
There is no impact on the County General Fund.

RESULTS

Subsidized programs have served approximately 2,500 children throughout San Luis Obispo County during the current
program year. The priorities being recommended by SLO-CCPC are necessary should State Preschool expansion funding
become available. These new funds would expand such senices. Expansion funding was last awarded to the County
Office of Education in 2006 for a family literacy program in San Miguel designed to facilitate a child’s transition to
kindergarten.

This item will allow the County to meet the State mandate to approve priorities recommended by SLO-CCPC and provide
the CDE with data on the need for senices for future funding as well as input into the placement of future programs in San
Luis Obispo County. The expansion of State funded child dewelopment programs benefits the entire community, as
children enter school healthier and ready to learn
