DISCUSSION 

 
The State projects an annual allocation to Counties participating in the Subvention and Medi -Cal programs.  The County 
Veterans Service Office submits claims twice each year, in January and July, following the approval of the Medi -Cal Cost 

Avoidance and Subvention Agreements. 
 
The California Department of Veteran Affairs has been designated the agency to enter into agreements with the 

Department of Health and Department of Social Services for the purpose of obtaining Federal matching funds to 
contribute toward the salaries and expenses of the County Veterans Service Offices under a formula developed by the 
Department of Veterans Affairs for this purpose. 

 
The Special Certificate of Compliance for FY 2013-14 one-time funding subvention program is required to disburse funds 
obtained through the passing of SB296. SB296 was a bill designed to provide additional funding to County Veterans 

Service Officers to be able to do additional outreach in the community to local veterans. The state will use its traditional 
subvention system to distribute 2.6 million dollars to County Veterans Service Offices around the state, San Luis Obispo’s 
portion of this funding will be $50,870. Counties will be required to maintain their general fund support of their Veterans 

Service Office at FY 2012-13 levels and report in April of 2014 how the additional funds were used to outreach to local 
veterans. Counties will also be required to document they were able to reach more veterans than in previous years. If 
counties are able to show that they are reaching additional veterans through this funding and have maintained current 

funding levels the state legislature is prepared to make this funding permanent.  
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OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT 
 

The County Administrative Office has reviewed this item and County Counsel has reviewed and approved the agreement 
as to form and legal affect. 
 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 
 
The State projects approximately $60,000, payable to the County, offsetting the County General Fund expenditures for 

this department. The state also projects a $50,870 one-time special subvention funding payable to the County Veterans 
Service office to be used for outreach efforts.  
 

RESULTS 
 
The County will maintain the Veterans Service Office with the projected funds offsetting General Fund expenditures and 

the Veterans Service Office will conduct outreach efforts using funds from the one-time special subvention funds.  This will 
contribute to the County’s goals of being a Healthy, Livable and Prosperous Community.
