RECOMMENDATION

1. Award the subject contract (no. 535R155715) to EC Applications, Inc., the lowest responsible 

bidder, at $245,800, and 
 

2. Authorize the Public Works Director or his designee to approve change orders for a 

contingency amount up to $24,580, for a final total construction amount of $270,380. 
 
DISCUSSION 

 
In accordance with direction from your Board, bids for the subject contract were opened on Thursday, 

May 22, 2014. 
 

Four bids were received.  They are as follows: 
 
 Engineer’s Estimate $202,200.00 

 
 EC Applications, Inc. $245,800.00 

 Souza Construction, Inc. 291,150.00 
 Whitaker Construction Group, Inc. 303,350.00 
 R. Burke Corporation 369,500.00 

 
The low bid came in 22% above the Engineer’s Estimate due to additional contract requirements 

issued under an addendum.  We have reviewed the submittal from EC Applications, Inc. and verified 
that they are the lowest responsive, responsible bidder. 
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 Project Background Information 
 

The Santa Margarita Booster Pump Station (Booster Station), located along Route 101 just south of 
Santa Margarita, was constructed in the early 1940’s by the Army Corps of Engineers for the purpose 

of delivering raw water from Santa Margarita Lake to the San Luis Obispo area.  The Booster Station, 
now operated and maintained by the District, provides the City of San Luis Obispo with its primary 
water source.   

 
The Booster Station has a forebay reservoir that holds approximately 3,000,000 gallons of water.  

This reservoir holds the pre-treated water prior to being delivered to the City of San Luis Obispo.  The 
existing reservoir liner system was installed in 1989 and has reached the end of its useful life.  To 
maintain the integrity of the underlying reservoir and the overall system this project provides for 

removal of the existing liner and installation of a new liner system.   
 
OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT 

 
The United States Army Corps of Engineers owns the booster station facility. 

 
The City of San Luis Obispo Utilities Division has been updated on the progress of this project and 

required outages will be coordinated and scheduled with them during construction. 
 
FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

 
This is a multi-year project to replace the reservoir liner at the Salinas Dam Booster Station forebay 

reservoir.  The project is budgeted in the FY 2013-14 Salinas Dam budget.  The total project costs 
are estimated at $327,553.  Funding for the project will come from the Salinas Dam budget.  No 
budget adjustment is necessary.

RESULTS 
 

The immediate result of the recommended action will be the construction of this project, which will 
support the goal of maintaining the Salinas Dam reservoir infrastructure, thereby contributing to the 

County’s goals of providing safe, healthy, livable and well-governed communities.
