DISCUSSION 
 
 

The San Luis Obispo County Gang Task Force (GTF) is a multi-jurisdictional task force program that integrates Federal, 
State, and/or local drug enforcement agencies and prosecutors for the purpose of enhancing interagency coordination 
and intelligence and facilitating multi-jurisdictional investigations. The GTF is designed to address the criminal street 

gangs and their illegal activities including narcotics. A primary focus is the criminal street gang offender or associate 
committing violent and/or narcotic related offenses. The GTF conducts investigations, assist in other investigations, 
maintains and legally disseminates criminal street gang intelligence and conducts training classes. The goal is the 

protection of the community.   
 
The Anti-Drug Abuse Program grant (ADA) has helped support the GTF by covering a portion of the salaries paid for one 

Deputy Sheriff and a Legal Clerk in the Sheriff’s Office, one Deputy Probation Officer and one Deputy District Attorney.  
 
As part of the 2011 Public Safety Realignment, the ADA grant that was previously administered by the California 

Emergency Management Agency and used to support GTF is now under the jurisdiction of the BSCC. One of the 
requirements of the BSCC is that a Board of Supervisors Resolution must be submitted to them before any 
reimbursement of funds can be released for the ADA grant. The ADA grant amount of $126,411 is included in the FY 

2013-14 Adopted Budget, however the actual award is $121,946.   
 
Until this year, the Sheriff’s Office has historically been able to meet time lines and deadlines for renewal and progress 

reports without fail.  The grant application was due in November 2013.  However an extensive investigation occurred 
during that time, along with department turn over in both the Gang Task Force and Fiscal Services. The Sheriff’s Office 
has set up future checks and balances to insure that no deadlines are missed in future. 
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OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT 

County Counsel has reviewed and approved the resolution as to form and legal effect.  

 
 
FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

The ADA grant of $121,946 is included in the FY 2013-14 Adopted Budget in the amount of $126,411, however the 
amount was reduced by $4,465 and allocated as follows:
