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EXHIBIT A 

 

FINDINGS 
 
 

A. Coastal Christian School has demonstrated an absence of a reasonable relationship or 

nexus between the impacts of the development project and the amount of the fee charged, 

because Coastal Christian School is relocating an existing campus, and the operation of the 

school is not anticipated to result in substantial additional demands upon certain public 

facilities.   

 
B. Neither a reasonable relationship nor a nexus exists between the construction of new 

private educational facilities and increased demand for parks, library, and general 

government facilities, because Coastal Christian School will serve  the recreational and 

library needs created by the project through the facilities it will provide on-site and will 

provide an opportunity for the public to use its campus for civic gatherings.   

 
C. A reasonable relationship and nexus exists between the construction of new private 

educational facilities and increased demand for sheriff and fire department facilities, 

because the campus will receive fire protection and police protection services from 

County/Cal Fire and the County Sheriff, respectively.
