Daou Minor Use Permit.  Request by Daniel Daou for a Minor Use Permit and Grading 

Permit to grade a new driveway and building pad for a new 6,800 square-foot two-story

the purpose of sale/ and or development. In compliance with the Use Test standards a 
minimum of 90% of the acreage for each proposed parcel will be designated for plantable

total site. The site has frontage on one County road; Orcutt Road. The proposed 
subdivision will require roadway frontage improvements. The proposed project is within 
the Agriculture land use category.  The project is located at 6255 Orcutt Road, 

approximately 2.5 miles southeast of the City of San Luis Obispo. The site is in the San 
Luis Obispo (south) sub area of the South County (Inland) planning area.  ED12-147
