DISCUSSION 

 

The American Public Works Association has recognized the Department of Public Works for 
achieving national accreditation standards. The designation by APWA represent the culmination of 

over five years of hard work on the part of many individuals throughout our organization involving the 
creation, review, revision, and documentation of department policies, procedures, and practices. 

These efforts provided the Department an opportunity to review needs assessments, strategic 
planning, succession management, as well as staff training. Moreover, this was accomplished without 
additional staffing and during a period which saw increasing workload due to staff reductions and 

major new initiatives and programs. 
 

The APWA Accreditation program recognizes public works agencies that go beyond the requirements 
of the management practices established nationally, as contained in the APWA Public Works 
Management Practices Manual.  The County of San Luis Obispo Department of Public Works is the 

96th agency in North America and only the 4th California County agency to achieve this honor.

policies the department follows.  Support activities by the Administrative Office, Auditor Controller, 
County Counsel, General Services, and Human Resources allowed Public Works to succeed on the 

accreditation requirements.
