I am working on a General Plan Amendment / Local Coastal Plan Amendment to adjust the Urban 
Services Line in Los Osos to include the neighborhood of Monarch Grove .  Monarch Grove is a fully 
developed neighborhood currently served by a package sewer treatment plant .  The neighborhood (HOA) 
wants to hook up to the County's Los Osos Wastewater Project (LOWWP).  However, the Coastal 
Development Permit for the LOWWP does not allow properties that are outside of the USL to be served.  

This Urban Services Line adjustment is included as part of the Public Review Draft of the Los Osos  
Community Plan.  However, the Los Osos Community Plan process is anticipated to take another year to  
complete locally and then will be considered by the Coastal Commission . We are not sure how long it will 
be before adoption.
