Dear Supervisors:

Most people can agree that we need a behavorial health hospital
in our county because we don't have the facilities that we need
for our own residents. That's not the problem.

The problem is that this hespital (which keeps people for
emergency treatment for 10 days or so) is large enough to handle
two or three counties and they will have to keep their beds full
to be economically viable. This means that they will be taking
in people from other areas of California and since their
responsibility to these patients ends at the front door, some
will be left on their own after their release in Templeton.

Most patients are picked up by their families. But some will be
stuck in Templeton and Templeton has no facilities to help

them. The County and County Mental Health have not acknowledged
their responsibility to these patients. They have no tentative
plan to work with the hospital to transport these people back to
their homes or home counties or to shelters or half-way houses.

You only have to look at what has happened in Ventura where they
have a large behavioral health hospital (which contracts with
Santa Barbara county for beds) for consequences. The homeless
mental population has increased in Ventura and has decreased in
Santa Barbara. Santa Barbara transports people to Ventura, but
do they pick them up after treatment?

MediCal is working on or now covers mental health
hospitalization. As this coverage develops, many 51508 will have
insurance and CAN and WILL be treated by this hospital (as they
should) .

So, County Mental Health needs to step up to the plate,
investigate the possible problems, provide tentative plans to
address the problems (like transportation and aftercare), and
reassure the residents of Templeton that they will not be left
by themselves to accommodate a growing mentally ill population
resulting from the addition of the hospital.

If the County can't or won't take responsibility, then the
hospital needs to be limited to a size appropriate and needed
for our County residents only.

The behavioral health (B.H.) field of research has exploded in knowledge and treatment options over
the last 20 years. This new medical research has permanently integrated Behavioral Healthcare into the
field of Primary Care medicine. Today all primary care, emergency room and Federally Qualified
Health Center (CHCCC) physicians are required to screen all patients at every visit for behavioral
health problems, provide a brief intervention and refer them to treatment (SBIRT). Medical schools
now require whole semesters of (B.H.) education rather than the previously offered few hours or days.

The Templeton community and their TAAG team have been grossly misinformed about the definition
of behavioral healthcare services. San Luis Obispo County is 40 years behind the times in education
and the development of treatment options. We still believe these are “bad people who need to get
good” as evidenced by the fact that the very few treatment options available are only through the doors
of the courts or child welfare services. Today, we know that mental health and substance abuse
disorders are organic brain diseases whose symptoms often exhibit in unhealthy behaviors, not unlike
the diabetic mistaken for being under the influence when in fact their blood sugar is grossly out of
balance. For years SLO County has been above state and national averages for the number of lives lost
in all three categories of suicides, overdoses and accidental deaths (often people under the influence.)
For the last three years our annual average for deaths due to opiate overdoses (pain medication/heroin)
is 34 people, mostly men 18 — 40 in the prime of life. Every behavioral health patient affects a
minimum of six family, friends and employers. These family members and friends need help, healing
and hope that their loved ones will finally have this life saving treatment option as they know so well
that these are “sick people who need to get well™!

TAAG owes it to the citizens of SLO County, especially in their community, to educate themselves
(google: SAMHSA) then reverse their uninformed and misguided decision to oppose the Behavioral
Health Hospital in our north county medical zone. The proposed state of the art treatment facility and
program will bring accolades to San Luis Obispo County. We go to Stanford, Scripps or UCLA for this
level of physical expertise. Our county residents should be honored to have this beautiful and
progressive treatment facility available so close to home where the need is so great.

The impact of denying a behavioral health facility in Templeton would be negative for the entire
North County. People who receive crisis intervention for a mental health issue are much less
“dangerous” to the community than people who need it but don’t receive it. Sufferers from depression,
anxiety, addiction, PTSD, and bipolar episodes can be effectively stabilized by short-term treatment.
Unfortunately, this population is often left to overburdened families, churches, homeless shelters and
police who cannot provide adequate care.

My husband was unable to find any Medi-Care providers in the entire SLO County for a disabling
anxiety/depression episode. He finally received excellent psychiatric treatment at Cottage Hospital in
Santa Barbara with a five day inpatient stay.

The Peace with Justice Ministry at Community Church of Atascadero would like to cooperate with
any other churches and agencies interested in providing some much-needed public education about
mental health issues to help overcome the fears arising from misunderstanding.

Please vote to approve this essential short-term Mental Health facility in Templeton, or at least
delay a decision until the commission and the public can learn more to hopefully counter the
preliminary opposition.

| am writing this letter in regards to the Behavioral Health Hospital that may be built in
Templeton. My husband and | have lived in Templeton for 27 1/2 years. | was a teacher at
Templetan High School for 10 years before | retired in 2012. | not only have experience
with mental illness in my family, but also in my teaching career. | am in complete
opposition of having this facility built in our town and | will explain why.

Mental illness runs in my family. When you have a family member with mental illness, you
are not able to go back to your own house like the doctors, nurses and administrators who
treat them. | am writing from first hand experience with my sister who is only 14 menths
younger than me and suffers from bi-polar disorder and schizophrenia. My aunt and
cousin also suffered from schizophrenia, but are both deceased.

One of the most important issues that has not been mentioned anywhere in the literature
against or in support of the facility, is that the mentally ill patient has all the power. Thisis a
direct result of the HIPPA laws. The patient can discharge themselves at any time from
any facility unless they are a threat to themselves or to someone else. The patient can
refuse help from family or friends. This includes rides back to whatever county they will be
brought here from. This happened with my sister. She decided to leave the hospital in
Maryland before she was ready and was found hiding in bushes in the local neighborhood
completely naked and menstruating, with the blood was running down her legs. She
wandered that way for about 5 days until the police picked her up. We have no police
department here.

Several years later, she suddenly decided that my mom was evil and started writing
threatening letters to her. She then stalked her for a period of 6 months. She also wrote
letters about imagined unspeakable acts my brother and my husband did to their children.
We were all afraid. | would be afraid if she was hospitalized two blocks from my house.
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She now denies she has a family, so none of us can help her in any way. In fact, the case
worker can't even say if she is a patient or not. All of the power is in her hands, as it will be
in the hands of every single patient who is admitted to this mental health facility.

You need to know that my sister has a bachelor’s degree from the University of Maryland

and that she was a pharmaceutical rep for Sandoz and Merk pharmaceutical companies.

She had a large territory in the San Bernardino area and owned her own townhouse. She
frequently gave lectures to doctors on medications and how they interacted in the body.

This disease has nothing to do with secio economic status, intelligence or how someone

was raised.

| also have experience with mentally ill teenagers who were imported from other counties
into my classroom when | taught special education in Santa Maria. My classroom was near
the gym, far from the rest of the other classrooms. Within a week of arriving from another
county, one of these young men waited till the rest of the students were gone, cornered
me and threatened to rape me.

As much as the supporters of the facility would like us to believe, all those patients (a
possible 6,000 a year) will not all accept rides back to where they are from. Some will
wander around town just like my sister did.

Please don't allow this facility to be built in our town. Itis a money-making venture and the
owners will make every effort to fill all the beds - even if it means importing violent
mentally ill people against their will.

Lastly, Templeton now has a gun shop right in the downtown area. Almost all the mass
shootings were committed by mentally ill young adults. By brining in a possible 6,000
mentally ill patients into our community a year, this increases the odds of something like
that happening here.

As a Templeton resident, I am quite concerned of the proposed Behavioral Health
Hospital. Although it is being proposed as a "secure facility" we know that when
patients with behavioral health issues such as those that will be treated at this
facility, secure is relevant and cannot be guaranteed 100%.

This is a very small community known for it's quality schools and quality of living.
We have several schools in a small geographical area serving many children,
including hundreds of inter-district transfer students. The community of Templeton
has already seen so many changes, most recently the loss of our beloved and
historic livestock market on Main Street only to be replaced by housing. I have
several friends and family members including young children who live near the
proposed location of this facility all who have voiced great concern of having this
facility near their homes. They are concerned about traffic, the safety of their family
and community and the impact on local resources.

Speaking of local resources, we are in the middle of a very scary drought. Yet, for
some reason here in Templeton, permits for new wells and meters are still being
given for new developments including wineries. I recently drove by a 100 acre
parcel on Templeton Rd. which just put in new irrigation lines and stakes for new
grape plantings.

Not at this time during the drought
situation we find ourselves in.

I am a licensed Real Estate Agent and have been selling real estate in North County
since 2001. I can confidently say that home values in the area, especially in the
immediate area, will be negatively affected if this proposed facility is allowed to be
built in Templeton. There will be a stigma associated with neighborhoods in the
immediate area of this facility if it is allowed. I live in Templeton, less than a half
mile from The Chicago Grade Landfill and I know that the value of my 5 acre
ranchette is about $75,000-$100,000 less than if it were not located near the landfill
or if the landfill did not exist. I expect that values of homes near this facility will
also be adversely affected if this proposed facility is allowed to be built in
Templeton.

I am sending you this email for all of us who live in Templeton but especially for my
close family and friends who live very near the proposed location of this facility.
PLEASE think strongly and consider how this facility will affect this community and
try to seek other options for how and where patients with behavioral issues can be
treated.

Building Department through you so [ would like to point out my concerns.

Let there be no confusion here, the person or persons proposing this facility are being
deceitful by suggesting the hospital would be secure. By using the word secure they are
implying to the general public that those patients being treated there would not have
access to the community beyond the boundaries of the hospital. That is not true. You
cannot hold a person against their will. A person who does so could face the charge of false
imprisonment. If he/she transports a person to the facility against their will the charge of
kidnapping might loom over their head. It is a function of law enforcement and the courts
to order persons to be detained in a secure facility. Without legal holds mental patients
would be allowed unfettered access to the Templeton area.

Dear Commissioners;

1 have lived in Paso Robles for 24 years and am writing in strong support of the proposed mental
health facility in Templeton. I am a licensed clinical psychologist who has worked with the
seriously mentally ill 35 years, including for nine years at Patton State Hospital in southern
California and 10 years at the California Men’s Colony.

The anonymous flier distributed by a group of Templeton residents is full of scare tactics and
misinformation. E.g, the assertion that the facility will “pose risks to public safety countywide”
is a widespread myth about the mentally ill. Mental illness can affect any one of us at any time.
Numerous research studies have demonstrated that the mentally ill as a group are no more prone
to violence than the general population. The only exception to this finding is a very small group
who experience psychotic symptoms when not receiving appropriate medication. Thus, if
anything, it is the absence of a psychiatric facility that puts county residents in danger, not its
presence.

Moreover, a mental health facility that provides ongoing services is sorely needed in this County.
Last year alone, more than 350 county residents had to go to other counties, away from their
families and support systems, to get appropriate psychiatric treatment. Often people are
catapulted into crisis because of the re-emergence of early trauma issues or other severe stressors
which are out of their control. While the County’s crisis team puts forth an admirable effort to
help those in acute crisis, there is no place to obtain treatment once someone is determined not to
fit the narrow criteria for a 5150 commitment. The result is that they are often released with
nowhere to go, just at a time when they most need help to process what they are experiencing.
This makes them vulnerable to suicide and substance abuse, and places a severe burden on their
families.

In addition, it is my understanding that the area proposed for the facility is located in a
medical/hospital related use zone, and is consistent with the type of project encouraged in the
General Plan. I can think of nothing that is more desperately needed in this county than such a
facility. I hope the planning commission will research this project thoroughly and base its
decision on merit and need rather than public misconceptions.

However, that project can
not be forced to make major improvements that greatly exceed its incremental impact. | have
seen this scenario play out many times over my career in California County Government. |
believe this project should, as with all other projects, be conditioned to contribute fees or make
improvements that will mitigate its impacts now and into the future.

As a physician, I am adamantly opposed to building such a large psychiatric facility
in our small and relatively rural community. This is clearly an effort to build an
unwanted psychiatric hospital in our town where land is less expensive and there are
fewer residents to oppose it. You may be aware that there is currently a mental
health patient crisis in our Western states, with certain towns actually paying for bus
fare and arranging tickets for patients to be transported out of their cachement area
to other areas for treatment. * In my opinion, the proposed Templeton project is an
attempt for other areas to dump their problem patients in our community instead of
keeping them in larger, more densely-populated regions. I find it hard to believe
that our entire county could possibly require a 96-bed mental health hospital for our
residents. This is completely unethical and I feel we should block this project
through any means available. Any financial gain to our town will be vastly
outweighed by added problems.

In my experience, I have seen that many patients are discharged from mental
hospitals without adequate support or transportation home. That is just the financial
reality of mental health care today. Many patients end up “hanging out” in the area
around the hospital after discharge, either because they don’t have family who take
them home, or because they do not have housing or a support system to start with.
This inevitably leads to homeless populations, trash, crime, and open drug use. To
add to the problem, Templeton does not have the social services or infrastructure to
handle this imported population after discharge. There is not even a County
Behavioral Health or Drug Rehab Clinic locally.
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SLO county is a beautiful, peaceful, quiet area of our state that many of us are very
happy to call home. Please don't let this project irrevocably alter that. I beg you not
to let our county be taken advantage of by outside interests.

This letter is to voice concern, a deep and urgent concern, about the proposed psychiatric
facility in the Las Tablas arca.

We moved to Templeton from Santa Barbara because 1) we have adult children and
grandchildren living here and 2) Santa Barbara has become so impacted, while Templeton is
still open, quaint, free from corporate chains, possessing an excellent school system, and
highly desirable for new families and business.

The proposed project is all wrong for Templeton. Everything that you could name as to why
Templeton is enjoying a strong renaissance as a highly-desired California community will be
placed aside if this project goes through -- and Templeton will become an insignificant

town with a stigma and avoidance, as its markers,

There is absolutely no good reason for Templeton to be the dumping ground for this
unfortunate project.

The reason Atascadero State Hospital could not accommodate these patients is unclear, but
the fact that patients will be private-pay, and without the usual prerequisite of mandatory
state-sponsored post-release follow-up and programs, is reason enough that this project
should not go through in such a small community.

Dear Ms. Phipps,

Templeton is my home. I have lived here since 1991, and my husband bought our
house new in 1988. We live on Mockingbird Lane, which turns on to Las Tablas
Road right at the open field where the proposed mental health facility will be built.
We have great neighbors, several who have also lived here since the houses were
new. Many are families with children, some of whom have moved here specifically
in order for their kids to be able to go to school in Templeton. Our plan was to
retire here, among our friends and neighbors. It is a great place to call home.

Unfortunately, we are rethinking this with the possibility of a mental health facility
being built right at the end of our street. We live in a place where we feel safe,
leave our shades open at night. No need for alarm systems or extreme protective
measures. I can't imagine living somewhere where I don't feel safe. But the idea
that someone (and it will only take one!) can walk right up into my neighborhood
from that facility is unnerving, to say the least. I understand that a facility like this
is needed. I don’t understand the choice of location. It is surrounded by residential
areas. We have no real public transportation or public services for anyone when
they leave that facility. We don’t have our own police department. It's a small
town, and the population here does not support a facility of this size. It should be
placed in an area that has the services to support the patients when they are ready
to leave.

I grew up in Atascadero. I love to travel, and have had the opportunity to meet
people from all over the country. Most of them don't seem to know where
Templeton is, but when you mention Atascadero, do you know what they say?
“Isn't that the place with the State Hospital?” That is what Atascadero is known
for. Sad, but true. I had always imagined Templeton as a little Cambria or Paso
Robles.... more of a tourist destination in wine country. Having this facility here will
change all that. No longer will we be known for great schools and wineries.

I know this sounds selfish. Again, I do realize that a mental health facility is
needed. But this particular project seems more about money than a well thought
out plan to help people. The land owner has been trying to sell that property for as
long as I can remember, and the developer has no vested interest in our community
or what's best for those of us who call this place home.

Under a contract with the Veterans Administration, there will be a strong program to serve
veterans. This will not be a facility to treat criminals but will treat ordinary citizens with the mental
health issues described above. The hospital will contract with private insurance, managed care
companies, Medicare, retired military plans such as TriCare (formerly CHAMPUS), VA Choice and
TriWest, the agency handling those cases.

From my position at the Builders Exchange for the past 20+ years, | have seen the need first hand to help
our veterans, Many of them end up in construction. It takes a very patient employer to help them work
through their issues. This hospital would be a tremendous help for them. They are part of our
community and deserving of our support.

The Memory Care and Behavioral Health Facility have both obtained “Will Serve” letters for water,
sewer, and fire service from the Templeton Community Services District. An extensive traffic study has
been completed which addresses issues and mitigation. Because of the intensive therapy in the
psychiatric facility, visitors will be limited, which should not cause any traffic impacts.

More than anything, people fear the unknown. This will be a secure facility on land zoned appropriately
as part of an existing medical hub. There is an acute shortage of psychiatric hospital beds statewide.
Presently local patients are sent out of county as far away as Encino or Santa Rosa. This is costly and
counter-productive to making progress in treatment when family members are so far away.

| hope you will give this application a fair and unbiased review. From a land use planning standpoint, |
believe it meets all the criteria for approval.

As a resident of Templeton, | am writing to STRONGLY discourage you from regarding the
proposed psychiatric health facility as a favorable, viable project in my community.

As a homeowner who lives off of Las Tablas Road, and within a mile of the proposed facility, |
am astounded by the logically unsound, repetitive comments about this project being a good fit
within the ‘medical corridor’ of Templeton. Yes, we have medical facilities within our
community district, but that is a far cry from being a destination provider of medical services;

| have no doubt that many of the residents of Templeton, will seriously contemplate leaving the area if
this project is approved. include myself in this group.

Atascadero has had a mental health hospital since 1954. Violence is on the rise at the hospital, and
according to state and federal documents, it's gotten worse since 2006 — the same year the state
signed an agreement with the federal government to put in a detailed new treatment plan.

The new treatment plan was supposed to make things better but violence has risen at three of the four
hospitals covered by the treatment plan. At Atascadero, it's gone up 36 percent.

Aggressive incidents per 100 patients
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I realize a “treatment facility” differs from a mental health hospital, but not by much. The only thing
that separates one patient from the other is one violent crime. Mental health patients are an inherently
dangerous population, capable of violence at any time. How will this county protect the employees of
this treatment facility?
