Estates). Districts 1 and 3.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Board adopt the proposed resolution levying 2016-17 sewer availability
charges for County Service Area No. 7, Zone A, and for County Service Area No. 18.

DISCUSSION

Land for which sewage service is available receives certain benefits from that availability. It has been
your Board’s policy for several years to levy availability charges. This revenue is used to help offset
the maintenance and operations expenses of the systems. This is the twenty-eighth year this charge
has been levied for County Service Areas No. 7-A and No. 18. The annual charge will be
$60 per parcel. This is the same rate as the previous years, as allowed under the Government Code,
Section 25215.6.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT

County Counsel has reviewed and approved the attached resolution as to form and legal effect. The
proposed charges were in effect when Proposition 218 was passed in 1996. The resolution includes
findings that allow for the continued levying of these charges which were in place prior to the passage
of Proposition 218.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

Availability charges generate approximately $16,000 per year for CSA 7-A and approximately
$500 per year for CSA 18. This represents less than 4% of the CSA 7-A operating revenues and less
than 1% of the CSA 18 operating revenues that are budgeted for 2016-17.

RESULTS

The recommended action will result in the continuation of the County’s past practice of collecting
certain special district's sewer availability charges. Approval of this action will ensure there is
adequate funding to maintain the sewer system and thus prevent (or limit) disruption of services. This
provides for a well-governed community.
