REVISED CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL (June 6, 2016)
FOR IMPROVEMENTS ADJUSTMENT/EXCEPTION REQUEST
MESECHER PARCEL MAP (SUB2013-00065/CO 13-0105)

Approved Project

Tentative Map CO13-0105 was approved on February 2, 2015. This approval stands, however
the applicant requested an Improvements Adjustment/Exception. These revised conditions of
approval reflect the revised conditions resulting from this request. Standard road improvements
along Ramona Drive and Mountain View Drive are not required prior to recordation of the map.
However, they are applicable to any future residential development. of the property.
Undergrounding of utility lines is not required. The approved project description follows. A
Tentative Parcel Map to subdivide an approximately 57,558 square foot parcel into two parcels
of 45,653 and 11,905 square feet each. The purpose of the Parcel Map is to allow separate
ownership of two existing residences. Both parcels shall connect to community water and
sewer systems prior to recordation.

Offers, Easements, and Restrictions

1. The applicant shall reserve the following private easements by certificate on the map or by
separate document:

a. A minimum 15-foot shared private utility (or sewer) easement in favor of Parcel 2.

2. Easements shown to be quitclaimed on the tentative map shall be done so prior to filing the
final map.

Improvement Plans

3. The applicant shall enter into an agreement with the county for the cost of checking the
map, the improvement plans if any, and the cost of inspection of any such improvements by
the county or its designated representative. The applicant shall also provide the county with
an Engineer of Work Agreement retaining a Registered Civil Engineer to furnish construction
phase services, Record Drawings and to certify the final product to the Department of Public
Works.

Stormwater Pollution Prevention

4. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall demonstrate whether
the project (including both public and private improvements) is subject to the LUO Section
for Stormwater Management. Applicable projects shall submit a Stormwater Control Plan
(SWCP) to satisfy post construction requirements for stormwater treatment prepared by an
appropriately licensed professional to the County for review and approval. The SWCP shall
incorporate appropriate BMP’s, shall demonstrate compliance with Stormwater Quality
Standards and shall include a preliminary drainage plan, a preliminary erosion and
sedimentation control plan. The applicant shall submit complete drainage calculations for
review and approval.
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Additional Map Sheet

5. The applicant shall prepare an additional map sheet to be approved by the county
Department of Planning and Building and the Department of Public Works. The additional
map sheet shall be recorded with the final parcel map. The additional map sheet shall
include the following:

a.

Prior to finaling a residential building permit or roads and/or streets to be constructed
to the following standards, unless design adjustments are approved by the Public
Works Department in accordance with Section 1.2 of the Public Improvement
Standards:

i Mountain View Drive shall be constructed to an A-2 urban street section, full
improvements on the project side plus a full travel lane on the opposite side
(20-foot minimum paved width), within a minimum 60-foot dedicated right-of-
way easement, fronting the property.

ii. Ramona Avenue shall be constructed to an A-2 urban street section, full
improvement on the project side plus a full travel lane on the opposite side,
within a minimum 60-foot dedicated right-of-way easement, fronting the
property, and full travel lanes both sides back to the nearest County
maintained paved road (minimum paved width shall be 20-feet).

All driveway approaches shall be constructed in accordance with County Public
Improvement Standards. All driveway approaches constructed on County roads or
project related roads to be accepted for County maintenance shall require an
encroachment permit.

In accordance with Title 13.01 of the County Code, the applicant shall be responsible
for paying to the Department of Public Works the Los Osos Road Improvement Fees
for each future building permit in the amount prevailing at the time of payment.

The applicant shall demonstrate that the project construction plans are in
conformance with the Source Control BMPs as identified for project incorporation in
the applicant’s Stormwater Quality Plan Application for Priority Projects.

The additional map sheet shall contain the final conditions of approval for the Parcel
Map as they are shown in the Notice of Final Action.

Miscellaneous

6. The project shall comply with the requirements of the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Phase | and / or Phase Il storm water program and the County’s Storm

Water Pollution Control and Discharge Ordinance, Title 8, Section 8.68 et sec.

This subdivision is also subject to the standard conditions of approval for all subdivisions
using community water and sewer a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated by
reference herein as though set forth in full.

All timeframes on approved tentative maps for filing of final parcel or tract maps are
measured from the date the Review Authority approves the tentative map, not from the date
a time extension request may be acted on.
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STANDARD CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL FOR SUBDIVISIONS USING
COMMUNITY WATER AND COMMUNITY SEWER

Community water and fire protection shall be obtained from the community water
system.

Operable water facilities from an approved Public water source shall be assured prior to
the filing of the final map. A “final will serve” letter shall be obtained and submitted to the
Environmental Health Services for review and approval stating there are operable water
facilities immediately available for connection to the parcels created. Construction of
required improvements (water main extensions, laterals to each parcel) may be delayed,
through preparation of plans, posting of bonds, and subject to the approval of County
Public Works, Environmental Health Services, and the public water utility. However,
bonding may not occur for the water well(s) construction, quantity and quality.

No residential building permits are to be issued until the community (public) water
system is operational with a domestic water supply permit issued by Environmental
Health Services.

In order to protect the public safety and prevent possible groundwater pollution, any
abandoned wells on the property shall be destroyed in accordance with the San Luis
Obispo County Well Ordinance Chapter 8.40, and Environmental Health Services
destruction standards. The applicant is required to obtain a permit from Environmental
Health Services.

When a potentially operational or existing auxiliary water supply (in the form of an
existing well(s)) is located on the parcels created by this subdivision and approved
community water is proposed to serve the parcels, the community water supply shall be
protected from real or potential cross-contamination by means of an approved cross-
connection control device installed at the meter or property line service connection prior
to occupancy. (Chapter 8.30, San Luis Obispo County Code).

Sewer service shall be obtained from the community sewage disposal system.

Prior to the filing of the map a “final will serve” letter be obtained and submitted to
Environmental Health Services for review and approval stating that community sewer
system service is immediately available for connection to the parcels created. Sewer
main extensions may be bonded for, subject to the approval of the County Public Works
and sewer district.

No residential building permits shall be issued until community sewers are operational
and available for connection.

An encroachment permit shall be obtained from County Public Works for any work to be
done within the county right-of-way.

An encroachment permit shall be obtained from the California Department of
Transportation for any work to be done on the state highway.

Any existing reservoir or drainage swale on the property shall be delineated on the map.

Prior to submission of the map “check prints” to County Public Works, the project shall
be reviewed by all applicable public utility companies and a letter be obtained indicating
required easements.

Required public utility easements shall be shown on the map.

Approved street names shall be shown on the map.

The applicant shall comply with state, county and district laws/ordinances applicable to
fire protection and consider increased fire risk to area by the subdivision of land

proposed.

The developer shall submit a preliminary subdivision guarantee to County Public Works
for review prior to the filing of the map.

Any private easements on the property shall be shown on the map with recording data.

All conditions of approval herein specified, unless otherwise noted, shall be completed
prior to recordation of the map.

After approval by the Review Authority, compliance with the preceding conditions will
bring the proposed subdivision in conformance with the Subdivision Map Act and county
ordinances.

A map shall be filed in accordance with the Subdivision Map Act and county ordinance
prior to sale, lease, or financing of the lots proposed by the subdivision.

A tentative map will expire 24 months from the effective date of the approval. Tentative
maps may be extended. Written requests with appropriate fees must be submitted to
the Planning Department prior to the expiration date. The expiration of tentative maps
will terminate all proceedings on the matter.
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
