Dear Supervisors,

At the July 11" 2016 Agricultural Liaison Advisory Board (ALAB) meeting, ALAB
members discussed the potential adoption of an urgency ordinance prohibiting clear-
cutting of oak woodlands and limiting the removal of native trees. County Planning
Staff were available to address questions regarding the details of the proposed
ordinance.

Members had reservations about the extremely quick timeline utilized to develop
this ordinance and how that abbreviated timeline precluded outside input, but
members also recognized the gravity of the problem that led to this proposed
ordinance and the need for agriculturalists to demonstrate their ability to be good
stewards of the land. After considerable discussion, ALAB members approved a
motion supporting the adoption of the urgency ordinance as currently written.

Members also recognized that if an urgency oak woodland/native tree ordinance is
adopted that a permanent ordinance will likely be explored and developed. ALAB
members expressed the need to have greater input during that phase and address
some of the details and questions left unresolved with the urgency ordinance as
currently proposed.
