SLO County is in a drought mode-there should be a “NO BUILDING MORATORIUM”-so how
were the water rights acquired?

Height of the proposed structure will dramatically block my current view of town, mountain and
beach area-which in effect will severely devaluate my property and some surrounding
residences immensely

Height and additional planned roof sundecks where umbrellas and other patio furniture would
be placed will FURTHER exceed the 25’ limit-perhaps the underground parking could be
eliminated, lower the building and put the decks on the back of the structures as opposed to the
top of the units.
