DISCUSSION 

 
Background 
 

Since 2014, the Planning and Building Department’s Energy Section has consistently engaged other County departments, 
as well as special districts and cities within the county in programmatic energy efficiency services. These services include:  
1) rate analysis, 2) baselining and monitoring energy use, 3) on site energy assessments, 4) project selection, financing, 

and implementation, and 5) incentive and rebate procurement. 
 
The County implements the Energy Watch Partnership, which coordinates energy efficiency efforts in the county. Through 

the Energy Watch Partnership and the associated funding provided by the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) 
and the two investor owned utilities that serve the county (PG&E and SoCal Gas), $125,000 per calendar year has been 
budgeted to assist the County, special districts, and cities with engineering and technical support for various energy 

efficiency projects. 
 
Need to Procure Contractor Services 

 
The Planning and Building Department’s Energy Section and the Energy Watch Partnership have dedicated staff who 
focus on energy efficiency project identification, selection, financing, and implementation, as well as procuring associated 

incentives and rebates. Energy Section staff requires contractor assistance to help with engineering and technical aspects 
of energy efficiency projects selected for the County, as well as special districts and cities within the county. The 
contractor is expected to perform tasks related to, but not limited to the following: 1) technical engineering calculations, 2) 

detailed site/equipment assessments, 3) permit level drawings, 4) permit procurement, 5) incentive and rebate 
procurement assistance, and 6) project management (as needed). 
 

RFP Selection Process 
 
The Planning and Building Department’s Energy Section staff initiated the Request for Proposal (RFP) process consistent 

with County requirements. Staff released the RFP on July 18, 2016, and bidding contractors had three weeks to respond. 
A selection committee including representatives from the Planning and Building Department was formed to review and 
score each proposal using standardized criteria. Following proposal review, staff conducted interviews with all applicants.  
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Results of the RFP Process 
 

The selection committee chose Water Systems Consulting, Inc. as the most qualified contractor. Staff is confident that the 
selection of Water Systems Consulting, Inc. as the contractor for this work will benefit the County, as well as the service 
districts and cities within the county, by reducing their energy costs and use, and improving operations and maintenance.  

 
 
OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT/IMPACT 

 
County Purchasing has reviewed the attached contract, and County Counsel has reviewed the attached contract as to its 
form and legal effect.  

 
 
FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

 
The agreements that the Department holds with the utilities provide for the Department to secure certain professional 
services. The agreements stipulate that these professional services are reimbursed to the Department and are therefore 

General Fund neutral (cost and revenue offset) to the County. The Planning and Building Department Budget FY 2016-17 
was prepared to include the contracted amount of $125,000. 
 

 
RESULTS 
 

The contract will allow the Department to provide energy efficiency related technical engineering services for County 
facilities, as well as cities and special districts, at no cost to the County. These services will support energy efficiency 
projects throughout the county, and are consistent with the County’s goals of promoting a healthy, livable, and prosperous 

community.
