The Planning Commission of the County of San Luis Obispo held public hearings on October 13,
2016, October 27, 2016, and November 10, 2016 to consider proposed amendments. The Planning
Commission, at the conclusion of the public hearing on November 10, 2016, adopted findings for the
amendments and recommended them for approval. The Planning Commission recommended several
changes to the proposed Community Plan, including land use map changes, additional land added to
the Urban Reserve Line, flood hazard map clarifications, and changes to the programs for historic
resources preservation.

The ordinance amendments, as recommended by the Planning Commission for approval to your
Board, are attached to this transmittal letter.

The San Luis Obispo County Planning Commission recommends the Board of Supervisors certify the
Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) pursuant to the applicable provisions of the California
Environmental Quality Act, Public Resources Code Section 21000 et seq. based on the CEQA findings
in attached Exhibit LRP2010-00016; and adopt the San Miguel Community Plan and amendments to
the North County Area Plan, Part II of the Land Use Element and Circulation Element of the General
Plan; amendments to the Community Plan, Part III of the Land Use and Circulation Element of the
General Plan, amendments to the Official Maps, Part IV of the Land Use Element; and amendments to
the Land Use Ordinance, Title 22 of the County Code, as shown modified with the inclusion of the
exhibit designed as the “Hybrid” Urban Reserve Line, making certain portions of the Urban Reserve
Line co-terminus with the Community Service District line.
